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Animal welfare at the aquarium refers to the physical and psychological
health of the captive animals.
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Five areas of animal welfare are regularly evaluated based on the latest
scientific evidence: nutrition, environment, health, behavior, and mental
condition. The aquarium’s guidelines for facility operation and husbandry
are followed in accordance with animal welfare guidelines.
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When exhibiting an animal, we prioritize the welfare and well-being of
the captive animal, and will not undertake excessive demonstrations
nor personification that could risk harm to the health of the animal.
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We are actively conducting scientific research regarding the

conservation of captive animals and their welfare, and the scientific
knowledge gained is shared globally through education programs.
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We fully recognize and comply with all relevant domestic and
international laws concerning the collection of animals, transport,
husbandry, research, and exhibition.
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
